Frequently Asked Questions

We look forward to you and your guests joining us for a fantastic 2009 Indigo Ball presented by Wachovia on Friday October 9!  Please find below some of the commonly asked questions:

	Q.  Where will the event be held?
A. The event will be held at the historic Park Hyatt Bellevue.  The Bellevue is conveniently located at Broad and Walnut Streets, and you can enter from either street.  Check-in for the event itself will be outside the grand Ballroom on the second floor of the Bellevue.  

	Q.  What about parking?
A.  Parking is available in the hotel parking lot at $16 for self park and $26.50 for valet parking.  You will need to have your ticket validated at the hotel front desk to receive this discounted rate

	Q.  What time should I arrive?

A.  The reception and silent auction starts at 7:00 PM and the dinner starts at 8:00 PM.  



	Q.  Will I receive tickets for the event? 

A.  Yes.  You will receive tickets for the event, which include your table and silent auction numbers.  We ask that you write your name and contact information in the space provided on the back of the ticket before arriving at the venue.  This will serve as your silent auction registration.

	Q.  I am a Table Captain or Sponsor – will I receive all the tickets for my table? 

A.  If we have the names and addresses of your guests, we will send tickets directly to them.  Otherwise, we will send all the tickets for your table to you.  

	Q.  Can I buy a ticket at the door?
A.  Tickets will not be available at the door.



	Q.  What is the attire for the event?
A.  This is a black-tie optional event, and guests traditionally wear suits, dresses, or formal wear. 

	Q.  Will there be a solicitation again this year?
A.  As part of a short presentation, we will have a solicitation.  Two anonymous donors have offered to match gifts made at Indigo Ball – $2 for every dollar you give – up to a total of $80,000.    This will literally triple the impact of your gift. 

	Q.  If there will be empty seats at my table, would the Center like to use them?

A.  Absolutely!  By donating a seat back to the Center, you increase your tax-deduction and make it possible for someone else to attend the event!  If you will have empty seats, please let us know at jkruger@waygay.org.
